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FLORIDA PARENT CHECKLIST

The purpose of the Florida Parent Checklist! is to support parent’s involvement in their child’s educational progress by
identifying actions and linking to resources? that:

e Strengthen the child’s academic progress, especially in the area of reading;

e Strengthen the child’s citizenship, especially social skills and respect for others;

e Strengthen the child’s realization of high expectations and setting lifelong learning goals; and

e Emphasize communication between the school and the home.

ACADEMIC
o Support reading with age appropriate home activities.
o Ensure that your child has a consistent time and place to do homework.
o Ensure that your child has access to materials needed to complete assignments.
o Discuss school work regularly with your child.
o Attend workshops on helping your child at home.
o Visit the local library and encourage your child to check out books of interest.
o Read to/with your child on a daily basis.
o Set an example by reading in your home and discussing what you’ve read with your child.
o Ask your child to explain his/her math homework.
o Emphasize the importance of education and doing one’s best in school.
