
eBook Tutorial  
How can my scholars view eBooks? 

• Scholars can login to their Clever account on a computer or tablet and 

access eBooks (via the apps below) OR they can download the individual 

apps below on an iPad or tablet and login to them using their R2D2 and 

password.   

 

• Some of these apps ask for the school district (Pinellas) or school name 

(Jamerson, Doug Jamerson, Douglas Jamerson), prior to having students 

put in their username and password, but then they will STAY logged in once 

the initial login is complete.   

 

• eBooks can be accessed at school OR at home: they just need Wifi and 

Clever/or any of the available apps below. 

 

What apps can my students use for eBooks? 

• Scholars can use Clever and any of the four eBook apps below: 
 

 
 

MackinVIA 

• MackinVIA has over 1900 books to choose from and you can search by title, 

topic, keyword, etc. using the search bar within the app. 
 



 
 

• You can ALSO search using any of the “Advanced Search” options on the 

left-hand side of the screen: 

 
 

• If you click on the title of a book, it will show you the book’s information 

including grade level, Lexile level, guided reading level, etc. 

 



• An example of the information provided when you click on a book title is 

below: 

 

• Next to each book in MackinVIA, you will see boxes that allow you to open 

the book now, add to a scholar’s favorites, or check the book out.   
 

 



• Most of the online eBooks do not NEED to be checked out (meaning 

multiple students can be reading the same book, at the same time, without 

interference). 
 

 

 



Destiny/Follett 

• Destiny has over 1800 eBooks  

 

 
 

• Destiny will autofill your school- just click Go!

Sora 

• Sora has over 200 eBooks available.  Click on “Explore” at the bottom of the 

page, search using the search bar, or pick a “Popular Subject.” 

 
 



• Sora’s BEST feature is that scholars can add their public library card and 

access all of the Pinellas county eBooks through the county libraries as 

well!!! 

 

 

GALE 

• Through GALE, you can find eBooks OR Elementary School Resources which 

includes Kids InfoBits, scholarly articles (even has citations), magazines, 

biographies, etc. 

 

 



• Click on Elementary School Resources and select Kids InfoBits to access 

books, biographies, magazines, and news on any topic of your choosing. 

 

 
 

 



• You can also click on eBooks from the main screen and go directly to their

• Be sure to click “Elementary Titles” to access grade level books
