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   I understand that NJROTC cadets are subject to the standards and guidelines published by the county and school authorities in Pinellas County School District CODE OF CONDUCT and the DUNEDIN Senior High School STUDENT HANDBOOK and other pertinent publications.  Additionally, I further understand that, as a member of the NJROTC Unit, I am expected to hold to even higher standards.  I understand that participating in the NJROTC Program and wearing the uniform that represents the U.S. Navy, and the heritage of our nation, demands a standard of excellence in all facets of student life.  In support of these higher standards, I agree to the following:
I. Daily Conduct:  I understand that a cadet’s conduct, in and out of the NJROTC classroom, will reflect on the unit, as well as the individual involved.  I always agree to demonstrate the following:
____ I will be civil and polite toward all adults and fellow students/cadets.

____ I will demonstarte honesty and moral courage always.

____ I wil respect seniors, both adults and cadets alike and use the term “Sir” or “Ma’am” when addressing them.

____ I will respect fellow students and tolerate differences in race, culture, creed, religion, and gender.

____ I will respect the school, community and our nation and its institutions.

____ I will not lie, cheat, or steal nor will I tolerate those who do.

____ I will adhere to all classroom rules and I further agree to perform pushups assigned by the SNSI/NSI for my 
            failure to comply with any rule or expectation.

II. Academic Achievement:  I understand that it is important to build my future on a strong academic foundation, putting forth my best effort at all times, and in all courses enrolled.  

____ I will maintain a passing grade in all subjects to participate in any NJROTC event, to include 
            competitions, field trips, or sports activities.

____ I will complete all assignments when due.

____ I will not cheat or tolerate those who do.

____ I will seek assistance whenever my academic performance falls belows standards.

____ I will assist fellow cadets whenever possible to achieve academic excellence.

III. Physical Readiness:  I understand that physical readiness is a central tenent of the NJROTC program and that I am expected to strive to meet certain standards.  Specifics include:

____ I will maintain a regimen of personal conditioning.  

____ I will participate in all physical conditioning activities in preparation for the Physical Fitness Test which is now 
            based upon the Presidents Physical Fitness Challenge.

____ I will attempt to improve my personal standards on a regular basis.

____ I will dress out for all physical activity days.

____ I will earn a “zero” for any physical activity day that I do not dress out or that I do not participate.

____ I will have a current school sports physical on file to participate in NJROTC prescribed physical activities.

IV. Personal Appearance and Uniform Wear:  While in uniform, strict adherence to NJROTC uniform and grooming standards will be observed.  

____ I will read and conform to grooming and jewelry standards set forth in the NJROTC Cadet Field Manual and the 
            NJROTC Cadet Reference Manual.
____ If I fail to wear the uniform or if I change out of the uniform before the end of the day I will receive a “zero” for that day’s inspection. Cadets will be given until the end of the week, if the uniform is not worn, to complete a uniform make-up inspection.  
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____ I will maintain the uniform in a clean state and will return the uniform cleaned and pressed.  If I fail to return the 
           uniform cleaned and pressed I will be assessed for professional cleaning.

____ My hair will always be neat, clean, trimmed and present a well-groomed appearance. 
____ My hair above the ears and around the neck will be tapered upwards ¾-inch and outwards not greater than ¾-
           inch.

____ My hair will not touch the collar, nor will it touch the ears.

____ My hair will be no longer than 4 inches and the bulk shall not exceed 2 inches and in no case shall the bulk or 
            length of my hair interferes with the proper wearing of my cap.

____ My hair will not be plaited or braided and will not show under the front brim of any uniform cap.
____ I will be clean shaven as an NJROTC cadet.  If I am not properly shaved on a uniform day, the 
             maximum grade I will earn on the inspection will be a 50%.

____ If I am in a leadership position, I will be expected to be properly shaved daily.

____ My sideburns will be neatly trimmed and shall not extend below a point level with the middle of the ear and shall 
           be of even width and shall end with a clean-shaven horizontal line.
____ If I have a mustache it will be neatly trimmed, and no portion shall extend below the upper lip line, nor below the 
           horizontal line extending across the corners of the mouth, nor more than ¼-inch beyond a vertical line drawn   

           upward from the corners of the mouth.

____ My fingernails will not extend past the fingertips.

____ I will not wear Earrings/Studs whenever I am in the NJROTC classroom or participating in any NJROTC 
            activities.  
____ I will not wear Earrings/Studs whenever I am in uniform, even if I am not in the NJROTC 
           classroom.  Cadets will receive an automatic 0% and will be asked to change out of their uniform.
____ If I wear a necklace it will not be visible when I am in uniform.

____ I will wear no more than one ring per hand while in uniform.

____ If I wear a Wristwatch/Bracelet, I will wear no more than one of each.

____ I will wear no ankle bracelets while in uniform.

____ I may wear a conservative pair of sunglasses when authorized by the naval science instructor.  I understand that 
           Sunglasses are never authorized in military formations.

V. Participation:  The NJROTC program is not for spectators.  To successfully complete the program, cadets must be active in school and unit activities.

____ I will do a MANDATORY minimum of 30 hours of community service (15/semester).  There will be a quarterly 

            grade for community service with a minimum of 7.5 hours.
____ I understand that participation in an NJROTC Team is strongly encouraged.

I acknowledge the above standards and agree to comply with them.  I understand that continued compliance with these standards is required to not only pass the course but to continue enrollment in the program.
