GPA REQUIREMENTS
Seniors  and Juniors – Students are expected to maintain a minimum 2.5 grade point average for each semester/term. A student who receives a semester/term report grade which is less than 2.5 shall be placed on academic probation. The academic probation lasts until the end of the next semester/term. By the end of the academic probation the student must obtain a minimum overall GPA of 2.5 and 2.5 for current semester. A notification letter is sent to parents explaining the probation process. A student who does not conform to these academic standards after the probation period and all subsequent semesters will be presented to the exit committee for possible removal from the program.
Sophomores - Students are expected to maintain a minimum 2.3 GPA, grade point average for each semester/term. A student who receives a semester/term report grade which is less than 2.3 shall be placed on academic probation. The academic probation lasts until the end of the next semester/term. By the end of the academic probation the student must obtain a minimum overall GPA of 2.3 and 2.3 for current semester. A notification letter is sent to parents explaining the probation process. A student who does not conform to these academic standards after the probation period and all subsequent semesters will be presented to the exit committee for possible removal from the program.
Freshmen - Students are expected to maintain a minimum 2.0 GPA, grade point average for each semester/term. A student who receives a semester/term report grade which is less than 2.0 shall be placed on academic probation. The academic probation lasts until the end of the next semester/term. By the end of the academic probation the student must obtain a minimum overall GPA of 2.0 and 2.0 for current semester. A notification letter is sent to parents explaining the probation process.
