1. Please review receiving line procedures with cadets so they know what to expect.


Procedures: The receiving line is a military tradition that goes back hundreds of years. The purpose is for guests to introduce themselves to the dignitaries of the event. This year the receiving line with start with Gibbs’ adjutant, followed by the Gibbs’ Bn. Cdr and date, followed by Mr. Hepburn (Principal of Gibbs) and his guest, followed by Boca Ciega’s Bn. Cdr. and date, followed by Mr Vigue (Principal of BCHS), followed by Dixie Hollins’ Bn. Cdr. and date, followed by Mr. Florio (Principal of DHHS). Please remind all cadets/dates that they are not to extend their hand to the S1/Adjutant. The cadets are to extend their hand to all other members of the receiving line after they are introduced to that receiving line member.

2. Remind Cadets

--that this is a military ball, male cadets are expected to wear their Class A uniform. Female cadets at Gibbs have an option to wear their uniform or formal dress. 

--dates are to wear formal attire, suit or coat and tie for males (dress slacks, no blue jeans), formal dress for females. Failure will result in not being admitted to the ball. The length of some of the dresses has been an issue in previous years.
--no chemical lights/glow stix in the mouth or any other inappropriate acts.

--please bring money for photos; fill out a photo request card in advance if you want to pay for your own photos. 

--to check in at the front door and then go through the saber arch/receiving line.

--do not go through the food line until you are called. Tables will be called by number to go through the buffet line.

--cadets/dates can go to the restroom, which is in the main building and return without an escort. To go anywhere else outside of the ballroom, they must be escorted by an SAI/AI or SRO.

--this is a school activity- no alcohol, or cigarettes; act appropriately.
