MAJOR FUNCTION: 
Performs advanced clerical work that involves moderately complex work methods and problems and 
requires skilled typewriting.  Principal emphasis of position is on wide variety of clerical tasks performed 
that require application of independent judgment and clerical knowledge.  While training, an employee 
works under close supervision, but thereafter, detailed instructions are received only when changes in 
procedures are made.  Work is reviewed through observation of operations and periodic audits of work. 
 
DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES: 
• Types from clear or rough copy, hand written notes and/or general instructions reports, letters, 

statements, tabulations, vouchers, documents, or other materials frequently requiring independent 
action and discretion on problems encountered; composes routine letters; checks and proofreads 
typed copy. 

• Receives, opens, dates, records, sorts, and distributes incoming mail; processes outgoing mail. 
• Acts as receptionist, answers and routes telephone calls and operates a variety of office machines. 
• Processes documents requiring various procedural knowledges; maintains files; examines claims and 

records and provides or verifies information from same; maintains coding; keeps records, lists, and 
logs; may prepare payrolls. 

• Gives information to other departments or schools and to the public, applying significant knowledge of 
departmental rules, regulations and procedures to interpretations made. 

• Collects fees, operates cash register, may prepare bank deposits. 
• Applies knowledge of office terminology, procedures, equipment, clerical techniques, business 

English, spelling and mathematics in the performance of job duties. 
• May utilize data processing equipment for word processing, information input, and/or information 

retrieval. 
• Performs related work as required. 

 
MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS: 
Graduation from a standard high school or possession of a GED, plus one (1) year of office experience.  
Successful completion of PCSB Typing Test (35 wpm).
