Dr. Devan L. Moore - Symphonic Band

David Tripplett-Rosa - Concert Band
David Triplett-Rosa is a seasoned music educator with over 25 years of experience, currently 
serving as Director of Bands at Barrington Middle School in Lithia, Florida. David is known for his 
innovative and inclusive approach to music education. Notably, he collaborated with Dr. Ann 
Darrow from Florida State University to adapt instruments for students with physical 
impairments, and he co-presented “Modifying Instruments for Students with Disabilities” at the 
FMEA Conference. He also was the recipient of the Grammy Foundation Music Educator Award, in 
which he and his band received recognition and awarded grant funding in 2011 for his effort in 
growing and developing while at Thomas Jefferson High School Band.  As a liaison for the Ybor 
Chamber of Commerce, he co-wrote a grant for the Snow on 7th Parade, securing $100,000 in 
funding for middle and high school bands in Hillsborough County. He also founded a GSA at 
Barrington Middle School and co-presented “The Alphabet Soup of the LGBTQI+ Student” at the 
2019 Midwest Clinic, addressing issues of inclusivity in music education.  Later that year, he was 
named Teacher of the Year at Barrington Middle School. David holds both bachelor’s and master’s 
degrees in music education from Florida State University, where he was honored as an honorary 
member of Kappa Kappa Psi for his advocacy for LGBTQIA+ musicians. He is the co-founder and 
artistic director of the Tampa Bay Pride Band and Tampa Bay Symphonic Winds and is a respected 
adjudicator, consultant, and former district officer for the Florida Bandmasters Association. 

Dr. Devan L. Moore is the Assistant Director of Athletic Bands at Florida State University. She 
assists with all aspects of the athletic bands (Marching Chiefs and Seminole Sound), conducts 
the University Concert Band, and teaches various courses in music education. She was previously 
the Assistant Director of Bands at Oklahoma State University. Dr. Moore, a native of Tallahassee, 
FL, attended Florida A&M University (FAMU) She also earned the Master of Music Education and 
holds a Ph.D. in Music Education from Florida State University.  Dr. Moore has previously held 
positions as Director of Bands and Orchestra at Fairview Middle School (FL), Assistant Band 
Director at James S. Rickards High School (FL), Band Director at R. Frank Nims Middle School (FL), 
and Assistant Band Director at Mundy’s Mill High School (GA). Dr. Moore holds professional 
memberships in the College Band Directors National Association, National Association for Music 
Educators, National Band Association, Florida Music Educators Association, Florida Bandmasters 
Association, a founding member of the Association of Black Women Band Directors. She is active 
as an adjudicator and clinician, serving as a solo/ensemble adjudicator, concert band adjudicator, 
and clinician for district and state honor bands, as well as school ensembles.

High School Band Clinician Bios

Dr. Matthew McCutchen - 11th and 12th Symphonic Band
Matthew McCutchen has served on USF's Music Faculty since 2009, f irst as the Director of Athletic 
Bands for nine years, and then as the Director of Bands since 2018. His responsibil it ies at USF 
include conducting the Wind Ensemble, teaching graduate and undergraduate courses in Conducting, 
Wind Band Literature, and Music Education, and serving as the Associate Director of the School of 
Music. Dr.  McCutchen earned a Ph.D in Music Education with an emphasis in Instrumental Conducting 
from Florida State University,  a Master of Music degree in Conducting from Virginia Commonwealth 
University,  and a Bachelor of Music Education degree from Furman University.  Prior to coming to USF 
he taught middle school in Georgia, high school in Virginia, and served as an adjunct instructor at 
Virginia Commonwealth University for several semesters. McCutchen is active as a guest conductor 
and cl inician. He is the Artistic Director and Conductor of the Florida Wind Band, and the Founder and 
Conductor of the Bay Area Youth (BAY) Winds, which features many of the finest high school 
musicians throughout the Tampa Area. He is the Chair of the National Band Association's Wil l iam D. 
Revell i  Memorial Band Composition Contest Committee, is a member of the John Phil ip Sousa 
Foundation Legion of Honor Selection Committee and holds memberships in numerous national and 
statewide professional organizations. In 2022 he was elected to the prestigious American 
Bandmasters Association.

Michael Weintraub-9th and 10th Concert Band

Michael Weintraub is the Director of Bands at Lake Nona High School in Orlando, Florida. He 
teaches the Wind Ensemble, Symphonic Band, Concert Band, Jazz Bands, and the Sound of the 
Lions Marching Band. Prior to his appointment at Lake Nona, he taught in the Osceola County 
School District for seven years, serving as band director at St Cloud Middle School and Celebration 
High School.  Mr.  Weintraub holds a Master’s Degree in Music (Wind Conducting) from The Ohio State 
University where he served as a Graduate Teaching Associate in the band department. He also 
earned the Bachelor of Music Education from Florida State University,  graduating Cum Laude and 
serving as the Head Drum Major of the FSU Marching Chiefs in 2009. Mr. Weintraub is a native of 
Miami, Florida and a product of the Broward County School District.  He holds professional 
affi l iations in the National Association for Music Education, Florida Music Educators Association, 
and the Florida Bandmasters Association.
