Thursdays from June 8 to July 16, 2020. Breakfast and lunch will be
provided for all students attending. Before and after care will be
available through the YMCA, but seats fill up fast and only those who
have proof of Summer Bridge Registration will be able to sign-up.
Please see them for an application. We will notify families once
registration opens. This is a free program that we would like all of our
students to consider.

Finally, once we return to campus, we would like to remind
all of our families of the importance of following all our drop-off and
pick-up traffic patterns. Recently, we have noted that a number of
families are parking in the drive-ways instead of open spaces, driving
in the wrong direction against traffic and making left turns in our right
turn only areas. We know everyone’s time is precious and we want to
make our circle as efficient as possible, but when families do not
follow our “Rules of the Road” this puts student and staff safety at risk
and slows down our line.
