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Greetings Bay Point Families and Friends.

Our 2nd marking period is underway. Our students are staying
focused and working hard. They are working to reach mastery of all their
grade level standards. If you have not already done so, please be sure that you
are checking your student’s grades in parent portal. Hard copy report cards
will be available for our Face to Face students, while a PDF will be available
for all our MyPCS students in their FOCUS. This is a great resource for
parents not only about their child’s grades but also any attendance issues they
may be having. This portal will be with your child all the way through high
school, so it’s great to begin practicing use of it now.

We want to remind all of our families of the importance of
attendance. Even a few minutes late impacts your child’s day. What may
seem like only one day here or there adds up. Students with regular
attendance show academic gains greater than their peers who miss even one
day a month. It is something simple that has a great impact. A few helpful
hints for our families and visitors about attendance:

1. If you are picking up your child from school early for an appointment,
please be sure that you bring the proper ID and that you do so before
2:00pm. Without the proper ID, even if you are a regular visitor to
campus, we will not be able to release your child to you.

2. Ifyou are changing your child’s going home instructions, please be sure
to let your child’s teacher know in writing in their planner as well as
notifying the front office. We do not take student’s words for those
changes.

3. School starts promptly at 8:45am. If your child is arriving at that time or
later, they are considered tardy to school. Please be sure though that your
child does not arrive to campus prior to 8:15am as there is no adult
supervision until that time.

4. Ifyour child is going to be absent from school, please be sure to send a
note in to the school and/or use our online absence reporting tool to let us
know why (more info available in this newsletter).

Finally, we wanted to ask all of our families’ support in making sure
that your student is regularly using their CLEVER program to get onto their
iReady practice site as well as their other school resources. This site allows
them at-home practice in Reading and Math to help grow their understanding
of grade level concepts or supports in areas that they need growth. We
recommend that each student should at least try for 45 minutes in Reading
and 45 minutes in Math each week. Your child can show you how to check if
they are getting their minutes.
