Please ask your child for 
examples of how they can demonstrate COOPERATION in 
the classroom, at home, on their sports team, and in the 
community. Ask them why COOPERATION is so important. 
Make it a game-see how many examples they can give you! 
 
October is also National Bullying Prevention Month! 
Bay Point Elementary is an Olweus (ol-vay-us) Bullying 
Prevention Program school! We will continue working to 
integrate Olweus throughout our school – stay tuned for 
more updates in the coming months! 
First, we must understand what is, and what is not, 
considered bullying here in the Pinellas County School 
District. 
Bullying IS: 

• Repeated 

• Or has the potential for being repeated (as in severe 
cases) 

• Intentional 

• Deliberate, not accidental or unaware 

• Power imbalance 
(Can be physical a or social power imbalance) 
 
Students often mistake a peer being rude or mean for 
bullying. While we discourage rude and mean behavior, it is 
important to understand the differences. 
Rude = when someone is accidentally mean one time 
Mean = when someone is purposefully mean one time 
 
Bullying prevention starts with each of our students and 
their family! We can help decrease incidents of bullying by 
showing kindness to everyone, by including students who 
look isolated, and by teaching our children how to try to 
solve peer conflicts before they escalate. These are all skills 
I will be working with each grade level on during my 
monthly lessons, and with some students during small 
group counseling. 
 
You can help us by reminding your child to look out for 
peers who look isolated or lonely, to stand up for peers that 
may be the victim of mean or bullying behavior, and to alert 
a trusted adult when they are concerned that bullying may 
be occurring.  
 
I am excited to help Bay Point Elementary continue to be a 
safe and happy environment for our Scholars!

Restorative Practices! 

BPE is in the process of implementing Restorative Practices campus wide. In our efforts to keep families informed, we will be 

adding little notes describing what Restorative Practices are as we go.  

The purpose of Restorative Practices is to promote and strengthen positive school culture and enhance positive social 

relationships within the school community.  

Restorative practices allow for a shift in practice that results in a culture which is inclusive, builds fair process into decision-

making practices, and facilitates students’ learning to address the impact of their actions through an approach that allows for 

true accountability, skill building, cooperation, and mutual understanding.  

Through restorative practices, members of the school community will:  

1. have an opportunity to be heard  

2. understand the greater impact of one's actions  

3. learn to take responsibility  

4. repair the harm one's actions may have caused  

5. recognize one's role in maintaining a safe school environment  

6. build upon and expand on personal relationships in the school community  

7. recognize one's role as a positive contributing member of the school community.  

Ultimately, people will learn to make positive, productive, and effective choices in response to situations they may encounter 

in the future after engaging in a restorative practice.
