“l use a lot of the same skills — writing, editing,
shooting video — and | get to cover something |
am super interested in,” Zimmer said from the
television production studio of his alma mater.
“Nothing beats getting to be on the runway
when a cool plane is landing or a historical
moment is happening at the airport.”
